


18248 WARD , JONAS --- widow CHLOE Service N. J. Rank Captain App . for Pension 
Age 87 years in 1836 Res . at date of app . Mentz , Cayuga Co. , N. Y. In latter part of 
1776 Jonas Ward entered the service as Capt . of Militia , under Col . Lindley , and 
served at Rahway and on the frontiers of N. J .. for three months . Spring 1777 enlisted 
in the regular service and was commissioned as Captain in Col . Spencer 's 5th N. J. 
Regt . for 3 years , or during the war . Served about two and a half years . He was 
afterwards frequently out with the Militia for short terms . At battles of White Plains , 
Germantown , and Brandywine . Jonas Ward and Chloe Smith were married Jan. 1 , 
1768 in Hanover , Morris Co. , N. J. She was the daughter of Samuel Smith . He died 
Feb. 22 , 1801 . They resided in Hanover , N. J. until 1795 , when they removed to 
Mentz , N. Y. JOSIAH BALDWIN served as private in Capt . Jonas Ward 's company , 
1776 - 7 . No children mentioned . 171
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
